Bookworm Reading/Writing Program:
The pilot program ran during the summer semester at the Brambleton Community Outreach Center (BCOC).  Eight children from the local community ages 8-14 participated in the program.  The children participated in various reading, writing and comprehension activities.  Journal writing and journal entry sharing helped the participants improve their self-expression and social skills.

Community Gang Solutions:
