1. Opening

Dr. Curtiss Wall called the meeting to order.
2. Treasurer’s Report
Dr. Colita Fairfax gave the treasurer’s report. She said that the balance in our account was $5611.44 on February 17, 2009. She also deposited $90.00 today.

3. Secretaries Report
Since the secretary was not present no report was given.
4. Presidential Report 
a. The Provost has asked for a senate resolution on the University Review Committee. Applications for tenure and promotion are being held up pending a decision by the faculty senate. The present handbook only allows the committee to review the applications that have been turned down. The committee only makes recommendations to the Provost and President based on their review. Last year the committee did review all (accepted and denied) applications. The President and Provost do not want to be accused of violating the faculty handbook. A discussion ensued about the purpose, functioning, and composition of the committee. 
A motion was made that “The University Review Committee be mandated to consider all dossiers coming from the departments through the deans for promotion or tenure, and to make their recommendations to the Provost and the President.”
The vote was 12 FOR, 1 AGAINST, and 3 ABSTAIN.

b. A second motion was made concerning the makeup or membership of the University Review Committee. 

A motion was made to “limit the membership of the committee to five elected member from each school and faculty senate president.” 
The vote was 15 FOR, 1 AGAINST

c. Dr. Wall called for senators to volunteer to represent the faculty senate on numerous committees across the campus. Dr. Wall asked senators to send him an email to volunteer.
d. Dr. Wall wanted to announce to the faculty senators that he has suggested to Ralph Johnson that the university allow a faculty member to retire and still earn up to 80% of his salary. In the right circumstance it could be beneficial to both the university and the faculty member.
