1. Opening

Dr. Curtiss Wall called the meeting to order.
2. Treasurer’s Report
Dr. Colita Fairfax submitted a written treasurer’s report. The balance in our account was $5,551.44 on November 17, 2009. 
3. Secretaries Report
The secretary minutes from the October 20 meeting were not presented.
4. Presidential Report 
On November 10 Dr. Wall sent an agenda notice via email to all Senators. Attached to that email were two documents. The first was suggested changes to the Senate Constitution. The second document was titled “The Amendment Committee’s Final Report for Proposed Amendments to the Faculty Handbook, November 9, 2009.” It was important that the senate vote on those documents at the November 17, 2009 meeting as well as elect officers for 2010. For convenience those documents are attached to the minutes.
A discussion of the suggested changes to the Senate Constitution ensued. A motion to present those changes to the general faculty during the January meeting was unanimously carried with no votes in opposition.
A motion to accept Dr. Alexander’s Amendment Committee’s report be transmitted to a general meeting of faculty for approval in January was carried 18 to 2.
A motion that the current and past senate presidents prepare a letter to re-establish protocol that the faculty senate always give their report directly to the Board of Visitors unanimously passed with 1 abstention and no votes in opposition.
On November 10 Dr. Ronald Thomas, chair of the nominating committee, sent an email to all faculty senators soliciting nominees for officers. Subsequent emails from Dr. Wall affirmed that nominations from the floor would be accepted. Dr Thorna Humphries was nominated as vice president during the meeting.
