I. Meeting was called to order at 12:35 p.m. by Senate President Archie Earl.

II. Discussion of the Post-Tenure Review Counter Proposal submitted by Interim Provost Sandra Deloatch.

Discussion on Part 10 of the proposed Post-Tenure Review Counter Proposal resulted in two votes:
· (15-1 with 1 abstention) to leave in words “community service” at the end of that statement.
· Unanimous vote (18-0) to edit the first sentences Part 10 to read: “Post-Tenure Review …. recognizes teaching as an outgrowth of scholarship, as well as research as a tool for sustaining innovative and effective teaching….”

Motion approved (17 with 1 abstention) to edit Part 15 of the PTR Counter Proposal to include statement that any faculty who goes into the 2-year remediation process will not undergo PTR review for 5 years after completion of remediation.

Unanimous vote (18-0) approved stipulating a two-page maximum length of “condensed report” mentioned in Part 21 of the PTR Counter Proposal.

Motion approved (16 with 1 abstention) to edit Part 18 to omit phrase “assigned to a faculty member.”

Unanimous vote (17-0) approved sending edited PTR Counter Proposal to tenured and tenure-track faculty for their approval or rejection.

Discussion of ballot for approval/rejection of the PTR Counter Proposal resulted in a vote (11-4 with 1 abstention) to exchange words “I do not have tenure” with term “tenure-track.”

Vote approved (14-1) to have ENFL Faculty Senator Lamiaa Youssef correct grammatical and punctuation errors in PTR Counter Proposal after the FS Executive Committee meets with Interim Provost Deloatch to discuss FS-approved changes to document.
