Minutes

Graduate Student Council Executive Meeting
September 28 2005- 5:00 pm

OFFICERS IN ATTENDANCE: Charisse Gilbreath, Rashida Hutson, Fitzroy Delacoudray, Christopher Andrews, Javarro Russell, Linton Russell, Jennifer Jenkins

The President called the meeting to order at 5:15 pm, and distributed minutes from the last meeting for corrections.  It was also established at this time that executive board meetings would be held on 2nd & 4th Wednesday’s between 5-6pm.  The Internal Vice President will inform the Parliamentarian of the happenings because of time conflict.

The President spoke with Mr. Curtis; leaving the meeting with a $12,000 budget ($6,000 this semester, and next).  Mr. Curtis accounted for GSA business cards, the conference trip to Las Vegas, t-shirts, luncheon and casino night.  He also suggested that $500 of  budget money be used for shuttle bus expenses – President  will now be meeting with Debbie Jones on Fri 10/01 to discuss shuttle service and an on line poll.  Debbie informed the President of minute procedures with the Board of Visitors. “Draft” is usually added in the upper left hand corner, until final copy is agreed upon.  
GSA website will be redesigned and Internal Vice President will be a part of this committee.  Spartan happenings and flyers will hold GSA information on line.

A representative is needed from each graduate program.  At next graduate student council meeting, deans will be asked to provide the name of one student who will represent that particular department.  The Internal Vice President will head this effort. 
Treasurer has found an additional $14.06 in GSA monies, totaled from tailgate party.  This leaves the overall total at $172.12.  President advised that this extra money could be from supplies that were purchased out of pocket-and money not returned.

President mentioned an official money procedure for future events.  Invoices for items that need to be purchased should be formulated, and forwarded to Ms. Smith for approval.  A check in the total amount needed will then be written.  Invoices requesting money should be given 30 days in advance.  President also stated that when things are purchased (out-of-pocket), the event name should be written on the back of each receipt.  

External Vice President spoke with Henry about Hurricane Katrina relief.  Henry stated that a date has been set for (10/14/05) a fundraiser.  He spoke of getting DJ support from someone that he knows, but GSA will need a requisition.  Henry also spoke with Crispy Crème and was told that they can’t donate donuts but will be willing to negotiate a lower price instead.

Open Discussion 
The president suggested that the GSA provide services to Hurricane Katrina victims who are being housed at the Comfort Inn in Norfolk.  Executive board agreed that this issue should be discussed in greater detail at next general GSA meeting.  Chastity mentioned that what is presently needed is clothing sorters and cooks.  The hotel should be contacted for availability.  

External Vice President attended the home coming committee meeting and was informed that the committee is in need of assistance with setting up (6am-prospectively) and clean up for homecoming events.  
President spoke with Mr. Thomas Moore, NSU Student Government President who really wants to work with the GSA.  Discussion of official office space was brought up; however nothing has been confirmed at this time.

Executive board is in the process of deciding on a GSA activity for homecoming.  Some ideas included: working with the young professionals, tailgate, and a wine & cheese.  Nothing was confirmed.
There will be a Town Hall meeting on 11/02/05.  President would like as many GSA members to attend as possible.

There being no further business, motion was proposed, seconded and unanimously passed to close and adjourn the meeting at 6:00pm.
