NON-FOOD VENDOR LICENSE AGREEMENT
This agreement made this ________ day of _____________________ 2011 by and between Norfolk State University (NSU), an instrumentality of the Commonwealth of Virginia, located in the City of Norfolk, hereinafter called University and _____________________________________________, hereinafter called vendor.

TERMS
The University hereby leases vending space Friday, October 28, 2011.  Vending operations will be restricted to space designated/provided by the University.  

1. Merchandise sold will not be illegal, sexually explicit, hazardous, nuisance, or require an increase in fire insurance premium.  Merchandise will not bear the name or logo of Norfolk State University unless under a logo license agreement with Strategic Marketing Affiliates (SMA).  A current agreement MUST be displayed and available for review at all times.  All merchandise not meeting the University’s quality standards will be rejected and vendor will not be allowed to display or sell such merchandise on campus.  
2. The University agrees to provide vending space ONLY.  Vendor agrees to provide all equipment, furniture, tents, and supplies for the set-up and display of merchandise to be sold.

3. The University agrees to provide a refund ONLY in the event of total cancellation of the activity for which this agreement applies.  The University makes “no promises” as to the number of persons that will attend the activity or sales to be made.

4. The vendor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the University, its officers, agents and employees harmless from any claims, damages and actions of any kind or nature whether at law or in equity arising from this agreement.

5. Vendor agrees to pay a fee of $50.00 for the opportunity to vend.  Individual applications will be accepted from August-October 16, 2011 ONLY.  Cash, money order, or cashier’s check are acceptable means for payment of fees.  Money order or cashier’s checks will be made payable to Norfolk State University and forwarded to the address listed below.  
6. Selected vendors must obtain a City of Norfolk Special Event Business License before vending is allowed on campus.

7. Vendors will be accepted and space assigned by the vendor coordinator on a first-come/first-serve basis. 
8. In the event of any breach of contract, the University shall have full rights to terminate this agreement, claim possession of the leased premises, and seek other available remedies.
