SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection A: General Requirements, Paragraph 1: Change to read:  The Contractor shall furnish all labor, trash containers, compactors, materials and equipment required to perform collection, removal, disposal and recycling of materials as specified herein and shown on the Trash and Recycle Schedule (Attachment A).  The Contractor shall provide new or like-new watertight durable containers/compactors with tight fitting covers for the collection and storage of garbage and refuse (including food waste).  The dimension of the containers shall allow easy access.  The Contractor shall furnish and maintain all equipment supplied under this contract
5. Reference Page 3, Section III. SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection B: Duties of the Contractor, Paragraph 3:  Change sentence to read: The Contractor shall be responsible for installation, cleaning, serving and maintenance, and repair of all containers used in compliance with this contract. 
 The containers and compactors shall be maintained in a constant state of repair, preservation and neat appearance, including pressure washing of all containers quarterly and steam cleaning of all compactors twice a month at no additional cost to the University. Steam cleaning can be performed on site.  In addition, the Contractor shall respond within eight (8) hours to all repair and/or service calls and shall replace any component of the container and compactor that requires repeated maintenance/repair service.

6. Reference Page 3, Section III. SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection B: Duties of the Contractor, Paragraph 5:  Addition: Exclude normal wear and tear damage.

SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection B: Duties of the Contractor, Paragraph 11: Change to read:  The Contractor shall steam clean all compactor(s) located at the Scott-Dozier Dining Hall, West Campus Dining Hall and the New University Student Center two (2) times per month, the first and third Friday of each month, after dumping.  This shall be the designated time for cleaning the compactors unless changed by the University.
11. Reference Page 4, Section III. SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection B: Duties of the Contractor, Paragraph 15a: Change to read:  Contractor shall invoice the University for actual landfill charges incurred from dumping all compactors and containers.  Contractor shall report tracking of tonnage on a quarterly basis.

12. Reference Page 5, Section III. SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection C: Recycling Services, Paragraph 1: Change to read:  The Contractor shall have the capability to provide recycling services and shall assist the University with the development of a program for recycling services.
13. Reference Page 5, Section III. SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection C: Recycling Services, Paragraph 8: Change to read:  Where applicable, the contractor shall credit to the University’s invoices the monetary rate, per ton, of recyclables consistent with the Official Board Market (OBM) pricing.

14. Reference Page 5, Section III. SCOPE OF WORK, Subsection D: Report(s): Change to read:  The Contractor shall provide a report to include, but not limited to, the total tonnage of waste on a quarterly basis and recycle materials dumped on a monthly basis.

Cancellation of Contract: Change to read:  The University reserves the right to cancel and terminate any resulting contract, in part or in whole, without penalty after the initial 12 months of the contract period upon 60 days written notice to the contractor; or to cancel and terminate any resulting contract to the extent of the availability of funds.
Any contract cancellation notice shall not relieve the Contractor of the obligation to deliver and/or perform on all outstanding orders issued prior to the effective date of cancellation.  Upon such cancellation, Contractor shall remove all equipment within 30 days and shall be responsible for all costs associated with equipment removal to include any costs the University may incur with equipment removal if not removed by Contractor within the 30 days.

Z.  Continuity of Services:
a. The Contractor recognizes that the services under this contract are vital to the Agency and must be continued without interruption and that, upon contract expiration, a successor, either the Agency or another contractor, may continue them.  The Contractor agrees:

i. To exercise its best efforts and cooperation to effect an orderly and efficient transition to a successor;
ii. To make all Agency owned facilities, equipment, and data available to any successor at an appropriate time prior to the expiration of the contract to facilitate transition to successor; and 

iii. That the Agency Contracting Officer shall have final authority to resolve disputes related to the transition of the contract from the Contractor to its successor.

b. The Contractor shall, upon written notice from the Contract Officer, furnish phase-in/phase-out services for up to ninety (90) days after this contract expires and shall negotiate in good faith a plan with the successor to execute the phase-in/phase-out services.  This plan shall be subject to the Contract Officer’s approval.

c. The Contractor shall be reimbursed for all reasonable, pre-approved phase-in/phase-out costs (i.e., costs incurred within the agreed period after contract expiration that result from phase-in, phase-out operations) and a fee (profit) not to exceed a pro rata portion of the fee (profit) under this contract.  All phase-in/phase-out work fees must be approved by the Contractor Officer in writing prior to commencement of said work.
