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I.
PURPOSE:  The intent and purpose of the Invitation for Bid (IFB) is to establish a contract with a certified and qualified contractor to provide Pest Control Exterminating and Termite services at Norfolk State University, an agency of the Commonwealth of Virginia (herein referred to as the University, Agency or Owner).

II.
BACKGROUND
Norfolk State University, founded in 1935, is a historically black, state-assisted, four–year, comprehensive university and one of fifteen (15) public, four-year colleges and universities in the Commonwealth of Virginia.  Norfolk State University offers associate, bachelors, masters, and doctoral degrees.  Located in Norfolk, Virginia on a 134-acre campus, the University has 33 buildings equating to approximately one million square feet.  Norfolk State University’s mission focuses on providing “an affordable, high-quality education for an ethnically and culturally diverse student population, equipping them with the capability to become productive citizens who can effectively contribute to a global and rapidly changing society.”  Committed to being the “University of Choice”, NSU offers a wide variety of programs and institutional support to help ensure the academic progression and graduation of its student body.  NSU is a fully accredited public coeducational institution with an approximate enrollment of 7,000 students, of which approximately 5,030 are full time equivalent (FTE).  The University employs approximately 1,100 full and part-time faculty, administrators and staff personnel.
It is the policy of the Commonwealth of Virginia to contribute to the establishment, preservation, and strengthening of small business and businesses owned by women and minorities and to encourage their participation in State procurement activities.  Towards that end, Norfolk State University encourages these firms to compete and encourages non-minority firms to provide for the participation of small businesses and businesses owned by women and minorities through partnerships, joint ventures, subcontracts, and other contractual opportunities.  Submission of a report of past efforts to utilize the goods and services of such businesses and plans for involvement on this contract are required.  By submitting a bid, Bidders certify that all information provided in response to this IFB is true and accurate.  Failure to provide information required by this IFB will ultimately result in rejection of bid.  

III. SCOPE OF WORK  
        General requirements:

1. The Contractor shall furnish all labor, supervision, equipment, tools, materials, fuel, safety signs, Certificate of Insurance and incidentals required to inspect, identify and treat for the elimination of infestations and presence of various pests, insects, and vermin, which includes but are not limited to the following: ants, bees, termites, centipedes, fleas, mice, rats, roaches, silverfish, spiders, box elder bugs and sting insects on a monthly basis in accordance to the Pest Control Building/Area Location  Sheet (See Attachment A).  The Contractor shall furnish and maintain all equipment supplied under this contract.
2. The Contractor shall provide full treatment pest control exterminating and termite services for all areas and buildings specified herein including all offices, closets, lounges, toilets, kitchens hallways, stairwells, basements, attics, laboratories, plus any other building portion or part not specifically described herein on a monthly basis.  External services include crawl spaces, around dumpsters, back loading dock area, perimeter of buildings, and exit rear doors.
3. The Contractor shall respond to emergency requests within one (1) hour of initial notification and shall be on-site four (4) hours after the initial notification from the Facilities Management Department.
4. The Contractor shall have on hand at all times such equipment as shall permit the contractor to adequately and efficiently perform the service described herein.  Replacements shall be at no additional charge to the University.
5. All chemicals used shall conform to Federal, State, Occupational Safety and Health Agency (OSHA) and Virginia Occupational Safety & Health Agency (VOSH) regulations and are to be approved and in compliance with existing Environmental Protection Agency labeling and the use requirements under the Federal Insecticides, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act (as amended).  The least amount of chemical and least toxic chemical necessary to provide good pest control and good service without harm to humans, foodstuff, or furnishings within buildings and/or property is to be applied.

6. The Contractor shall provide forty-eight (48) hour notice prior to performing monthly pest control exterminating and annual termite services so that personnel may be available to allow access to the building. Notification shall be made to:

7. All services shall be performed by uniformed commercial applicators in accordance with Code of Virginia section 3.2-393, who are fully trained, licensed and certified by the Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services to apply all pesticides and chemicals.  Proof of certification and stated qualification shall be made available to the University upon request.  The University reserves the right to reject Contractor’s service personnel who, in the University’s judgment, are not adequately qualified to perform the work.

On scheduled service days, the service person will first report to the University’s Department of Facilities Management Work Control Center, located in room 103 for the purpose of receiving any special requirements over and above the scheduled control operation.  After completion of the scheduled control operation for the day and any special service requested, the service person shall turn in a signed service ticket for all work accomplished to the designated Facilities Management person.  

8. Coordination and Consultation:  The Contractor and the University designated person shall meet as soon as possible after the award of the Contract to schedule time and days of service and discuss other relevant matters.

The Contractor shall make available, upon request by the University, a technically qualified person for consultations on Pest and Rodent Control.

The University and the Contractor shall arrange to conduct meeting and orientation sessions in an effort to improve knowledge of methods and service and discuss problem areas should they exist.

       Scope of Work-Pest Control Exterminating Service
1. The Contractor shall perform regularly scheduled pest control exterminating service visits on a monthly basis and termite service on an annual basis at times that will not interfere with normal business operations.  These scheduled days will be determined at the outset of the Contract and remain constant throughout the Contract unless changed by mutual consent. Except when special services are required, services will be scheduled to be performed between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday.  During these scheduled control operations, the Contractor will perform such additional service to the specified locations that may be required due to sightings, or other similar type requests that are reported to the Department of Facilities Management. 
2. The Contractor shall provide twice a year a full cleanup inspection of University’s Dormitories during the month of August and December.
3. The Contractor initial treatment shall include placement and installation of a sufficient number of exterior and interior tamper-resistant Rodent Bait Stations deemed necessary for rodent control.  All stations shall be inspected upon each visit, signed and dated.  As well, general pest control applications shall be performed throughout the entire facility/campus.  Special attention shall be given to the kitchen area to control infestation of ants, roaches and small mice bait stations.  The contractor shall supply a written report, which indicates the location of the bait box, date of installation and date of removal.
4. The Contractor shall provide Insect Control in the manner below:
a. Apply insecticide with the use of low-pressure pinpoint treatment to cracks and crevices where insects hide or breed. 
b. Insecticides shall be applied as a spot treatment.  This treatment is limited to areas where insect infestations are likely to occur.  The “spot”, by law, cannot exceed two square feet.  These areas may occur on floors, ceilings, walls and bases or outside of equipment.  Only chemicals specifically labeled, as a “spot” treatment shall be used.

c. When and if fogging, or any other treatment that would tend to make an area uninhabitable for any given time (dormitories, tunnels, crawlspaces, etc.), is deemed necessary, a mutually agreed upon date for such operation shall be established and coordinated with the Department of Facilities Management. 
Applying of insecticide or any other treatment must be in compliance with the Environmental Protection Agency pest control guidelines.
5. The Contractor shall provide Rodent Control in the manner below:

a. Service shall include the following devices placed strategically throughout buildings where problems exist:

i. Bait-Station:  All bait stations shall be “closed bait stations.”

ii. Ketch-alls

iii. Glue-boards

iv. Snap traps

Mechanical traps, devices and glue-boards will be the primary control measure.  When an interior mouse problem exists, snap traps and glue boards shall be placed and alternated within a reasonable distance of runway.

b. It is the responsibility of the pest control operator to check all traps, Ketch-all and glue-boards and dispose of all carcasses and live rodents caught when on premises during a service visit.  Contractor shall remove and dispose of all dead or dying rodents.
c. Exterior rodent stations shall be used when necessary.  These stations shall be all weather bait stations.  They shall be locked for the safety of the public and date sticker affixed.  The sticker shall be dated and initialed during each service by the technician, also listing the name of the toxicant used.

d. All bait stations interior and exterior, shall be covered or protected and clearly and plainly marked with the word “poison” in accordance with Federal, State and local regulations.
e. Liquid bait shall not be used.
f. The Contractor shall report to the University any unsanitary conditions or unsatisfactory structural situation which could be potential rodent and insect nesting places or harborages.
Applying of any treatment must be in compliance with the Environmental Protection Agency pest control guidelines.
     Scope of Work-Termite Service

1. The Contractor shall provide a Termite Treatment Plan for each structure containing active termite 
    colonies and/ or damages to the Department of Facilities Management upon the initial inspection  

    on an annual basis in accordance to the Termite Services Building/Area Location Sheet (See   

    Attachment B)

2. The Contractor shall provide Termite Control in the manner below:

a. Subterranean termite treatment and control as required herein shall consist of chemically treating the soil and base of the structure in a manner that prevents any termites existing within the structure. 
Applying of any treatment must be in compliance with the Environmental Protection Agency pest control guidelines.
      Scope of Work-Reports

1. The Contractor shall provide all Material Safety Data Sheets for all pesticides, insecticides, and any other treatments used prior to applying treatments.
2. The Contractor shall maintain a logbook in the Facilities Management Department documenting service reports/tickets.  The logbook and service ticket/report shall contain at a minimum the following information:
a. Areas inspected/treated.

b. Pest or vermin discovered.

c. The location of areas of active or inactive termite infestations.

d. Type and quantity of insecticides, rodenticides, chemicals and devices used.
e. Areas and method of application of insecticides/rodenticides, chemicals and devices used.
f. General comments concerning sanitation/housekeeping conditions.

g. Location of bait box, date of installation and date of removal.

h. Date of service and name of service person(s) performing service. 
IV. PRE-BID CONFERENCE:  A MANDATORY pre-bid conference and site visit will be held at the

V. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
A.
VENDORS MANUAL:  This solicitation is subject to the provisions of the Commonwealth of Virginia Vendors Manual and any changes or revisions thereto, which are hereby incorporated into this contract in their entirety.  The procedure for filing contractual claims is in section 7.19 of the Vendors Manual.  A copy of the manual is normally available for review at the purchasing office and is accessible on the Internet at www.dgs.state.va.us/dps under “Manuals.”  

B.
APPLICABLE LAWS AND COURTS: This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be governed in all respects by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia and any litigation with respect thereto shall be brought in the courts of the Commonwealth.  The agency and the contractor are encouraged to resolve any issues in controversy arising from the award of the contract or any contractual dispute using Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) procedures (Code of Virginia, § 2.2-4366).  ADR procedures are described in Chapter 9 of the Vendors Manual.  The contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations.

C.
ANTI-DISCRIMINATION: By submitting their bids, bidders certify to the Commonwealth that they will conform to the provisions of the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, as well as the Virginia Fair Employment Contracting Act of 1975, as amended, where applicable, the Virginians With Disabilities Act, the Americans With Disabilities Act and § 2.2-4311 of the Virginia Public Procurement Act (VPPA).  If the award is made to a faith-based organization, the organization shall not discriminate against any recipient of goods, services, or disbursements made pursuant to the contract on the basis of the recipient's religion, religious belief, refusal to participate in a religious practice, or on the basis of race, age, color, gender or national origin and shall be subject to the same rules as other organizations that contract with public bodies to account for the use of the funds provided; however, if the faith-based organization segregates public funds into separate accounts, only the accounts and programs funded with public funds shall be subject to audit by the public body. (Code of Virginia, § 2.2-4343.1E).
In every contract over $10,000 the provisions in 1. and 2. below apply:

1.
During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

a.
The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, age, disability, or any other basis prohibited by state law relating to discrimination in employment, except where there is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of the contractor.  The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

b.
The contractor, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor, will state that such contractor is an equal opportunity employer.

c.
Notices, advertisements and solicitations placed in accordance with federal law, rule or regulation shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of meeting these requirements.

2.
The contractor will include the provisions of 1. above in every subcontract or purchase order over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

D.
ETHICS IN PUBLIC CONTRACTING: By submitting their bids, bidders certify that their bids are made without collusion or fraud and that they have not offered or received any kickbacks or inducements from any other bidder, supplier, manufacturer or subcontractor in connection with their bid, and that they have not conferred on any public employee having official responsibility for this procurement transaction any payment, loan, subscription, advance, deposit of money, services or anything of more than nominal value, present or promised, unless consideration of substantially equal or greater value was exchanged.

E.
IMMIGRATION REFORM AND CONTROL ACT OF 1986: By entering into a written contract with the Commonwealth of Virginia, the Contractor certifies that the Contractor does not, and shall not during the performance of the contract for goods and services in the Commonwealth, knowingly employ an unauthorized alien as defined in the federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.
F.
DEBARMENT STATUS: By submitting their bids, bidders certify that they are not currently debarred by the Commonwealth of Virginia from submitting bids on contracts for the type of goods and/or services covered by this solicitation, nor are they an agent of any person or entity that is currently so debarred.

G.
ANTITRUST: By entering into a contract, the contractor conveys, sells, assigns, and transfers to the Commonwealth of Virginia all rights, title and interest in and to all causes of action it may now have or hereafter acquire under the antitrust laws of the United States and the Commonwealth of Virginia, relating to the particular goods or services purchased or acquired by the Commonwealth of Virginia under said contract.

H.
MANDATORY USE OF STATE FORM AND TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR IFBs 
Failure to submit a bid on the official state form provided for that purpose shall be a cause for rejection   of the bid.  
Modification of or additions to any portion of the Invitation for Bids may be cause for rejection of the bid; however, the Commonwealth reserves the right to decide, on a case by case basis, in its sole discretion, whether to reject such a bid as nonresponsive.  
As a precondition to its acceptance, the Commonwealth may, in its sole discretion, request that the bidder withdraw or modify nonresponsive portions of a bid that do not affect quality, quantity, price, or delivery.  No modification of or addition to the provisions of the contract shall be effective unless reduced to writing and signed by the parties.

I.
CLARIFICATION OF TERMS: If any prospective bidder has questions about the specifications or other solicitation documents, the prospective bidder should contact the buyer whose name appears on the face of the solicitation no later than five working days before the due date.  Any revisions to the solicitation will be made only by addendum issued by the buyer.

J.
PAYMENT:
1.
To Prime Contractor:

a.
Invoices for items ordered, delivered and accepted shall be submitted by the contractor directly to the payment address shown on the purchase order/contract.  All invoices shall show the state contract number and/or purchase order number; social security number (for individual contractors) or the federal employer identification number (for proprietorships, partnerships, and corporations). 

b.
Any payment terms requiring payment in less than 30 days will be regarded as requiring payment 30 days after invoice or delivery, whichever occurs last.  This shall not affect offers of discounts for payment in less than 30 days, however.

c.
All goods or services provided under this contract or purchase order, that are to be paid for with public funds, shall be billed by the contractor at the contract price, regardless of which public agency is being billed.

d.
The following shall be deemed to be the date of payment: the date of postmark in all cases where payment is made by mail, or the date of offset when offset proceedings have been instituted as authorized under the Virginia Debt Collection Act.

e.
Unreasonable Charges.  Under certain emergency procurements and for most time and material purchases, final job costs cannot be accurately determined at the time orders are placed.  In such cases, contractors should be put on notice that final payment in full is contingent on a determination of reasonableness with respect to all invoiced charges.  Charges that appear to be unreasonable will be researched and challenged, and that portion of the invoice held in abeyance until a settlement can be reached.  Upon determining that invoiced charges are not reasonable, the Commonwealth shall promptly notify the contractor, in writing, as to those charges that it considers unreasonable and the basis for the determination.  A contractor may not institute legal action unless a settlement cannot be reached within thirty (30) days of notification.  The provisions of this section do not relieve an agency of its prompt payment obligations with respect to those charges which are not in dispute (Code of Virginia, § 2.2-4363).
2.
To Subcontractors:  

a.
A contractor awarded a contract under this solicitation is hereby obligated:

(1)
To pay the subcontractor(s) within seven (7) days of the contractor’s receipt of payment from the Commonwealth for the proportionate share of the payment received for work performed by the subcontractor(s) under the contract; or

(2)
To notify the agency and the subcontractor(s), in writing, of the contractor’s intention to withhold payment and the reason.

b.
The contractor is obligated to pay the subcontractor(s) interest at the rate of one percent per month (unless otherwise provided under the terms of the contract) on all amounts owed by the contractor that remain unpaid seven (7) days following receipt of payment from the Commonwealth, except for amounts withheld as stated in (2) above.  The date of mailing of any payment by U. S. Mail is deemed to be payment to the addressee.  These provisions apply to each sub-tier contractor performing under the primary contract.  A contractor’s obligation to pay an interest charge to a subcontractor may not be construed to be an obligation of the Commonwealth.

3.
Each prime contractor who wins an award in which provision of a SWAM procurement plan is a condition to the award, shall deliver to the contracting agency or institution, on or before request for final payment, evidence and certification of compliance (subject only to insubstantial shortfalls and to shortfalls arising from subcontractor default) with the SWAM procurement plan.  Final payment under the contract in question may be withheld until such certification is delivered and, if necessary, confirmed by the agency or institution, or other appropriate penalties may be assessed in lieu of withholding such payment.

4.
The Commonwealth of Virginia encourages contractors and subcontractors to accept electronic and credit card payments.

K.

PRECEDENCE OF TERMS: The following General Terms and Conditions Vendors Manual, Applicable laws and courts, anti-discrimination, ethics in public contracting, immigration reform and control act of 1986, debarment status, antitrust, mandatory use of state form and terms and conditions, clarification of terms, payment shall apply in all instances.  In the event there is a conflict between any of the other General Terms and Conditions and any Special Terms and Conditions in this solicitation, the Special Terms and Conditions shall apply.

L.
QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS: The Commonwealth may make such reasonable investigations as deemed proper and necessary to determine the ability of the bidder to perform the services/furnish the goods and the bidder shall furnish to the Commonwealth all such information and data for this purpose as may be requested.  The Commonwealth reserves the right to inspect bidder’s physical facilities prior to award to satisfy questions regarding the bidder’s capabilities.  The Commonwealth further reserves the right to reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigations of, such bidder fails to satisfy the Commonwealth that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the contract and to provide the services and/or furnish the goods contemplated therein.

M.
TESTING AND INSPECTION: The University reserves the right to conduct any test/inspection it may deem advisable to assure goods and services conform to the specifications.
N.
ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT: A contract shall not be assignable by the contractor in whole or in part without the written consent of the University.
O.
CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT: Changes can be made to the contract in any of the following ways:

1.
The parties may agree in writing to modify the scope of the contract.  An increase or decrease in the price of the contract resulting from such modification shall be agreed to by the parties as a part of their written agreement to modify the scope of the contract.

2.
The Purchasing Agency may order changes within the general scope of the contract at any time by written notice to the contractor.  Changes within the scope of the contract include, but are not limited to, things such as services to be performed, the method of packing or shipment, and the place of delivery or installation.  The contractor shall comply with the notice upon receipt.  The contractor shall be compensated for any additional costs incurred as the result of such order and shall give the Purchasing Agency a credit for any savings.  Said compensation shall be determined by one of the following methods:

a.
By mutual agreement between the parties in writing; or

b.
By agreeing upon a unit price or using a unit price set forth in the contract, if the work to be done can be expressed in units, and the contractor accounts for the number of units of work performed, subject to the Purchasing Agency’s right to audit the contractor’s records and/or to determine the correct number of units independently; or

c.
By ordering the contractor to proceed with the work and keep a record of all costs incurred and savings realized.  A markup for overhead and profit may be allowed if provided by the contract.  The same markup shall be used for determining a decrease in price as the result of savings realized.  The contractor shall present the Purchasing Agency with all vouchers and records of expenses incurred and savings realized.  The Purchasing Agency shall have the right to audit the records of the contractor as it deems necessary to determine costs or savings.  Any claim for an adjustment in price under this provision must be asserted by written notice to the Purchasing Agency within thirty (30) days from the date of receipt of the written order from the Purchasing Agency.  If the parties fail to agree on an amount of adjustment, the question of an increase or decrease in the contract price or time for performance shall be resolved in accordance with the procedures for resolving disputes provided by the Disputes Clause of this contract or, if there is none, in accordance with the disputes provisions of the Commonwealth of Virginia Vendors Manual.  Neither the  existence of a claim nor a dispute resolution process, litigation or any other provision of this contract shall excuse the contractor from promptly complying with the changes ordered by the Purchasing Agency or with the performance of the contract generally.

P.
DEFAULT: In case of failure to deliver goods or services in accordance with the contract terms and conditions, the Commonwealth, after due oral or written notice, may procure them from other sources and hold the contractor responsible for any resulting additional purchase and administrative costs.  This remedy shall be in addition to any other remedies that the Commonwealth may have.

Q.
TAXES: Sales to the Commonwealth of Virginia are normally exempt from State sales tax.  State sales and use tax certificates of exemption, Form ST-12, will be issued upon request.  

Deliveries against this contract shall usually be free of Federal excise and transportation taxes.  The Commonwealth’s excise tax exemption registration number is 54-73-0076K.
R.
TRANSPORTATION AND PACKAGING: By submitting their bids, all bidders certify and warrant that the price offered for FOB destination includes only the actual freight rate costs at the lowest and best rate and is based upon the actual weight of the goods to be shipped.  Except as otherwise specified herein, standard commercial packaging, packing and shipping containers shall be used.  All shipping containers shall be legibly marked or labeled on the outside with purchase order number, commodity description, and quantity.

S.
INSURANCE: By signing and submitting a bid under this solicitation, the bidder certifies that if awarded the contract, it will have the following insurance coverage at the time the contract is awarded.  For construction contracts, if any subcontractors are involved, the subcontractor will have workers’ compensation insurance in accordance with §§ 2.2-4332 and 65.2-800 et seq. of the Code of Virginia.  The bidder further certifies that the contractor and any subcontractors will maintain these insurance coverage during the entire term of the contract and that all insurance coverage will be provided by insurance companies authorized to sell insurance in Virginia by the Virginia State Corporation Commission.

MINIMUM INSURANCE COVERAGES AND LIMITS REQUIRED FOR MOST CONTRACTS:

1. Workers’ Compensation - Statutory requirements and benefits.  Coverage is compulsory for employers of three or more employees, to include the employer. Contractors who fail to notify the Commonwealth of increases in the number of employees that change their workers’ compensation requirements under the Code of Virginia during the course of the contract shall be in noncompliance with the contract.

2.
Employer’s Liability - $100,000.

3. Commercial General Liability - $1,000,000 per occurrence.  Commercial General Liability is to include bodily injury and property damage, personal injury and advertising injury, products and completed operations coverage. The Commonwealth of Virginia must be named as an additional insured and so endorsed on the policy.

4. Contracts with movers or truck transporters shall also require motor carrier’s liability.
5. Automobile Liability - $1,000,000 per occurrence. (Only used if motor vehicle is to be used in the contract.)
