· Demonstrated citizenship and service to the Norfolk State University community. 

· Service to the surrounding community. 

All applications are reviewed by a campus selection committee. Those students selected will be presented in the 2010 edition of the publication, Who's Who Among Students in American Universities and Colleges. In addition all recipients will receive a personalized certificate from Who's Who. There is no initiation cost, service charge or membership fee for students.

Requirements
· Application:  To be eligible for consideration, applicants must have a cumulative 3.0 GPA.  Those with demonstrated participation and leadership in campus extracurricular activities and service to the University and community are encouraged to apply. · Unofficial Transcript:  Can be obtained from the NSU website via SpartanShield. 

· Two Letters of Recommendations:  Please include the reference letters with your completed application.  These references may include campus faculty or staff, a past employer, etc. One reference must be given by campus personnel.

· October 14: Completed applications including résumé, unofficial transcript and two recommendation letters are due no later than Friday, October 14, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the Office of Student Activities & Leadership on the 3rd floor of the New Student Center. If the entire application is not turned in by this deadline the application will not be processed.
· November 1:  Campus Selection Committee meets.
· December 1:  Recipients of the award are notified by letter.
