	I agree to report immediately ANY enrollment changes; including, ANY class changes,  withdrawal from school, withdrawal and/or add/drop from courses to the Office of Veterans Affairs, and failure to do so may result in termination of my VA Benefits.

	
	It is my responsibility to notify the Office of Veterans Affairs if I change my program of study (major), change my address, or take testing that will give me additional earned credits.

	
	It is my responsibility to submit a copy of my DD-214 to the Registrar’s Office for evaluation of military credits and submit my military transcripts to the Admission’s Office for evaluation.

	
	If I am transferring from another school, or have prior credits to submit for additional credit hours, I must submit all transcripts and/or notice of prior credits before the end of my first term at NSU.  I am aware that if this information is not on record, VA regulations allow payments for one semester only.

	
	I am aware that processing applications takes the Veterans Administration approximately 4 to 6 weeks.  This means, after my paperwork has been submitted from the NSU Veterans Affairs Office to the Veterans Administration, I can expect a check for the current enrollment 4 to 6 weeks later.  Thereafter, checks will arrive at the beginning of each month for the previous month.  If I am receiving either the Montgomery GI BILL Active Duty or Selected Reserve, I MUST verify monthly my enrollment to the U.S. Department Veterans Affairs. 

	
	I understand that undergraduate full-time enrollment is 12 semester hours and above, three-quarter time enrollment is 11 to 9 semester hours, and one-half time enrollment is 8 to 6 semester hours. Also, that graduate full-time enrollment is 9 semester hours and above, three-quarter time enrollment is 8 to 7 semester hours, and one-half time enrollment is 6 to 5 semester hours. I am aware that courses scheduled to meet for other than the standard semester may be paid at a different rate on the number of credits and the length of the course.
